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ORDER GRANTING EMPLOYER/CARRIER’S MOTION TO
COMPEL/MOTION FOR SANCTIONS

THIS CAUSE having come before me upon the Employer/Carrier’s Motion to Compel/Motion for
Sanctions, and the Court having heard argument of counsel on January 8, 2008 and being otherwise fully
advised in the premises, it is hereby ORDERED AND ADJUDGED that the motion be, and the same is
hereby, GRANTED as follows:

Claimant’s attorney may be present during the interview portion of the Re-employment
Assessment as an observer, so long as there is no interference with the interviewing process. However,
there shall be no intrusion, including the presence of any observing party or attorney, of the vocational
testing environment during the testing portion of the Re-employment Assessment of the Claimant, except
by the presence of those participants whose presence is required by the Re-employment Assessment

testing procedures.
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
